.3.  Minutes

The minutes of the Parish Council  Meeting held on 12th July were  approved by 

all present and signed by the Chairman as a correct record of that meeting.

4.  Matters Arising

1.
The Clerk confirmed to the meeting that the Foolhardly Folk Circus

confirmed that they would visit the Parish arriving on 5th September and


leaving on 8th.  They advertised the event around the village and in the Post


Office, and duly arrived on the appointed day  However, they unexpectedly


had to leave the next morning.  It was agreed that should anything similar


be booked on the Playing Field in the future, then everyone involved in any


way with the Playing Field should be advised of the visit to avoid any confusion.

The Clerk confirmed having written to PC Davis the Community

Policeman for Welney to ask if he could visit the village.  He rang once


when the Clerk was not available, with a promise to ring back but nothing


further had been heard.  It was agreed to write again requesting a visit


and to send a copy of the letter to the Chief Constable of Norfolk.

Dog Waste Bin for Playing Field  -  Following the last meeting enquiries


were made regarding an extra Dog Waste Bin for the Playing Field.  The


Borough Council no longer supply these but they can be obtained from


Glasdon Limited.  After discussion it was proposed by Cllr.Jones, seconded


by Cllr.Bray and agreed that a bin should be purchased.  Cllr.Kerr agreed to


install it.

Annual Audit-  The Clerk confirmed that Mr. I.Shirley had now completed


the internal audit of the Parish Council accounts.  He is more than happy with


everything but has provided a letter for our records so that all matters are


covered.  The Clerk confirmed that the audit has now been advertised so that


members of the public can inspect the books and accounts, and notices are


displayed on the Notice Board, Post office and on the web pages,  The necessary


form will be returned to the Audit Office before 4th October, and copies of


the audited accounts will be made available as soon as the form is returned


signed by them.

7. Parish Hall.


1.  It was confirmed that the emergency lighting and electrical equipment was 

tested prior to this meeting, as is required, and also the electricity meters were 
emptied, with the total sum of £23.00 being removed.


2.  New Public Entertainment Licence.


This has now been approved by the Borough Council and comes into force on


23rd November.  However the Clerk confirmed that an additional form had


been completed, in order to extend our existing licence from 30th September


to 24th November when the new licence will be issued.


3.  Water Heaters in the Hall


As will be seen from the accounts, Essential Plumbing were duly instructed to


install the two new water heaters in the Parish Hall and their account was


paid during August.


4.  Caretaker/Cleaner


Mrs.Stimpson handed in her notice with effect from 31st August and we were


successful in appointing Mrs.Shirley McCabe to take over from 1st September.


She is initially employed on the same terms as Mrs.Stimpson was, and will be


paid by Mrs.Redman each month from the proceeds of the lettings.


5.  100 Club - The first draw of the year which should have been made at


the end of August was delayed because all the numbers had not been sold.


Mrs.Redman did an excellent job, selling more than half of the total tickets.


Cllr.Kerr confirmed that it appears that we may be a little short of the total


of 100 but the Club would continue and there would be a monthly draw.  It was


hoped that it might be possible to sell the remaining tickets before the end


of the month.

8.  Playing Field.


Despite Mr.Loveday’s promise to have keys to the Pavilion cut for the


Parish Council,  nothing has been forthcoming.  The Clerk confirmed that she


had spoken to Mrs.Rix who promised to have two keys cut at the end of this week.


A certificate had been received from the Norfolk Playing Fields Association


confirming membership for 2005/6


A letter was received from County Grounds Maintenance Limited, setting out


their services for grass cutting and playing field maintenance.  It was agreed


to complete the form for inclusion on their data base for possible future


reference,


It was reported to the meeting that a large pile of rubbish which had been


left on the Playing Field had now been cleared.


Welney Youth Club.


The Youth Club meets every Thursday evening at the Playing Field/Pavilion.


Cllr.Jones reported that the Club is doing very well and going from strength



to strength.  They recently held a Fete and raised approximately £500 and


37 children and adults are being taken out on a fun trip.   Many congratulations


were officially recorded to the organisers and leaders of the Youth Club for


all their hard work.  Cllr.Jones  did confirm that the biggest problem at


present is sufficient storage space for the equipment which the Youth Club


has.  It was agreed to approach Kier, Barhale, etc.  to see if they had a


container available (similar to the one already at the Pavilion) that could be


used for storage.

Pisces Caravan Park and Fishery 9.9.05 - A letter was received from


Cllr.Jones proposing that we increase our general meetings from bi-monthly


to monthly with immediate effect, and that the Clerk should submit monthly


additional expenses costs for consideration of extra payment.  The proposals


were considered, seconded by Cllr. Allen and unanimously agreed.  The next


meeting would therefore take place in October.  The date suggested was the


11th subject to the Parish Hall being available.


Finally Cllr..Jones confirmed that Pisces Lodge development is due to start


imminently and the developers are putting up a sale and directional board


at the top of Bedford Bank West.  As it is only temporary no planning permission


is required, but opinion was sought so as not to cause unnecessary bad feeling,


After a brief discussion it was agreed that everyone was in favour.

The Form was returned to the Borough Council stating that the development


is outside the  Welney Village Development Area, but as it is only an extension


to an existing dwelling, the Parish Council would be happy to recommend


approval.

11.  Highway Matters


The Clerk confirmed that she had spoken to Highways office regarding the


footpath around Sandgate Corner and this has now been trimmed back and


tidied up,.  Also the road sides have been cut throughout the area.


It was also agreed to ask Highways if they had any plans to surface the


length of footpath from the bungalows to Stockyard Farm so that it matched


up with the existing footpath around Sandgate corner and the footpath


along Wisbech Road up to Hale Drove.


A discussion had also taken place regarding the problems around Wisbech Road


with speeding vehicles and vehicles ending up in the Croft River.  He confirmed


that various signs and chevrons have been ordered and as soon as they are


available they will be installed.  There was also discussion regarding the


speed limits in the village, and it was agreed to see if we can get the speed


limit of 40 mph installed on the approaches to the village, so that drivers


do not drop immediately from 60 mph to 30 mph when they enter or leave


Main Street/Wisbech Road.


Cllr.Bennett confirmed that he had now had a meeting with the Environment


Agency and had been formerly signed up as Flood Warden for the Village.


He is now included in the contacts procedures once a flood alert goes out and


he knows who to get in touch with regarding any queries.

12.  Elgoods Proposed Development 


The Clerk handed out copies of a letter received from Mr.Shelton of


the Environment Agency confirming that he had had a meeting with the


District valuer on 9th September.  He is now waiting to hear back with


his recommendations and will let us know immediately he hears.  It was


agreed that the Clerk should contact Mr. Shelton at the end of the week


to see if there is anything further to report.  Mrs.Sutton at Elgoods


would be kept informed of the situation, and also Ms.Webb at The Lamb and Flag.


As soon as a letter arrives from the Environment Agency a meeting would


be called immediately so that the Parish Council can discuss the matter and


move ahead as quickly as possible.



13.  Parish Action Plan Update


Cllr. Bray confirmed that the funding for the project had now been approved


by Leader in the sum of £1,900 and he handed round draft copies of the


Questionnaire which is split into three sections - Ages 5-11, Ages 12-17


and Adults.  It is hoped that the questionnaire will be ready for circulation


during mid October, and it is hoped to hold a special social occasion to


launch the Parish Action Plan.


A separate sheet would also be included with questions relating to the Parish 

Hall, and the request would be made that this sheet should be completed and 

returned immediately.


Cllr.Jones offered persons to deliver and collect the questionnaires to every


house so that we can hopefully get them back the same day.  He also offered


prizes for the children’s quiz.


After discussion it was proposed by Cllr.Goodger, seconded by Cllr.Jones


and agreed that the additional sheet relating to the Parish Hall should be 


prepared but if the valuation comes back from the Environment Agency


and an agreed price can be reached with Elgoods before these sheets are handed


out, then we should forget the sheets, and call a Village meeting immediately.


Grateful thanks were then recorded to all those who had been involved


with the hard work of putting the questionnaire together.

14.  Any Other Business


Cllr.Bray suggested the Parish Council should prepare a Welcome Pack for


handing out to people moving into the village, and the Clerk agreed to liaise


with Cllr.Bray to see if something could be presented to the October meeting


for consideration.

There being no further business the Chairman thanked everyone for their attendance and declared the meeting closed at 8.40 p.m.
