Apologies were received from Cllrs.T. Bray, D.Rowlett and  Dist.Cllr.D.Pope

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and thanked them for attending. 

As there were no members of the public present, the Chairman reported on the Speech the Member of Parliament, Christopher Fraser had given to the House of Commons with regard to the flooding of the Wash Road.  Several copies had been made available, and the Clerk agreed to do copies for those Councillors who had not got one.  It was agreed that the document should be carefully scrutinised so that further questions can be put together for the M.P. to put to the House of Commons.  It was agreed that the raising of the road is the only viable option to this problem and raising it by approximately 2 ft. would make a great deal of difference to the time the road was actually impassable.  If all parties can agree on this then we may be able to put some pressure on the Norfolk County Council for funding.   Christopher Fraser is still trying to arrange a meeting with the Environment Agency and he would like Welney Councillors to be present.

Many local business are affected by the flooding and concern had been expressed by the Lamb and Flag. The Red Hart at Three Holes, Three Holes Shop, etc. A letter had been received from Mrs.Sutton of Elgoods, with a copy of the letter she had written to the M.P. and copies of this were handed to Councillors.

It was agreed that copies of correspondence between all parties relating to the Wash Road flooding should be sent to the Chief Executive (Mr.Ray Harding) and Mr.John Dobson at the Borough Council so that they are also fully aware of the problems being faced in Welney and the surrounding area

Cllr.Brown agreed to maintain a log with regard to how much the water level dropped over the next few days.
The Chairman then asked if anyone had anything else to raise and as nothing was mentioned, he declared the meeting closed at 7.30 p.m.
